Information for parents:

Reception drop off is strictly between 8.45am and 9.00am. Please do not

arrive before this time. The Early Years gates on School Crescent will be opened
from 8.45am by a member of staff who will be there if any assistance is needed.

Packed lunches are to be brought in lunch boxes, please avoid bringing large
backpacks as we have limited space in our learning areas.

Children must bring water bottles in to school, these will be kept in water bottle
stations within the classroom.
